John, N6HI, got
on the air with 5 W and 20 feet of end-fed wire
slung out his window. What do these hams
have in common? They got on the air for the
2016 ARRL International DX Phone Contest
March 5 and 6, overcoming many of the ob-
stacles that can keep hams from joining the
competition. Pete, ON4TO, had other commit-
ments that weekend, but made time to operate
when he could — you don’t need to be on the
air for the entire contest! John, N6HI, had
simple gear — not what anybody might call a
“competitive station” — but got on the air with
it, to the tune of 61 contacts. Pete and John
decided to be operators, rather than just ob-
servers. Let them inspire you to do the same!

Clash of the Titans
Let’s talk about the contest itself. Who were
the winners on the behemoth end of the scale?

In the fiercely competitive Multi-Multi cate-
gory, Tim’s K3LR managed to repeat its SSB
win of the last several years with 18.2 million,
after being upstaged by Frank, W3LPL, on the
CW weekend. W3LPL was second with 15
million, and WE3C was not far behind with
12.9 million.

Among DX, the CR2X M/M led with 13.8
million. In 2" was an impressive 9.2 million-
point showing by COANA.

In the Multioperator Two-Transmitter cate-
gory, Craig, K9CT, led stateside with 6.9 mil-
lion points, with Richard, K1CC, and Will,
K6ND, very close behind. Offshore, P4GL
turned in 13.9 million for the win, with a larger
score than the M/M category! SD3A earned
the silver with 9.7 million.

What about the Single Operator efforts? Jeff,

VY2ZM/K1ZM, took the High Power cate-
gory with 6.3 million, followed by Ed, N1UR,
and Ken, VY2TT/K6LA. DX was led by
KP3Z (Dan, N6MJ, op) with 8.1 million, fol-
lowed closely by HKINA (Richard, N6KT,
op). In the Unlimited, High Power category,
John, VE3EJ, earned a clean win at 7.1 million
points, with Chas, K3WW, and NCII (Pete,

K9PW, op), closely grouped for 2" and 3.
P4GM (Ken, VE3LA, op) led from South
America with 6.6 million, followed by veteran
V26M (AL, N3AD, op).

category, Frankford Radio Club could not repeat their upset victory of last
year and slipped to 2" place with just under 250 million points. Yankee
Clipper Contest Club took the gavel with 274 million. Bringing up 3%
place was the Potomac Valley Radio Club with 167 million points.

The North Coast Contesters dominated the Medium club category with
70 million points. The Northeast Wisconsin DX Association did the same
for Local clubs, with 8.9 million.

What about the other 99% of us? Some of the lower power stations are
more modest but, staffed with real contesting talent, the scores can be
formidable.

In US/VE, the Single Operator, Low Power category was won by Dennis,
WI1UE, with 2.5 million points. Marvin, NSAW, and John, N1PGA,
placed 2" and 34, For the Single Operator Unlimited, Low Power cate-
gory, Doug, VA3DF, produced a solid win, with Ken, N2SQW, and Zeyv,
N2WKS, closely spaced for 2" and 31,

Among DX, North America dominated, with VP2MMF (Chuck, K1XX,
op) winning the Single Operator, Low Power category, and WP2AA
(John, KKO9A, op) taking the Unlimited gold.
