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Gene Hinkle, K5PA, provides a methodology 
to calculate the peak voltage with reactive 
loads on surge suppression devices that are 
typically mounted at the base of an antenna 
or at the coaxial entry point of the radio site. 
He relates the voltages with reactive loads to 
suppressor ratings.
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
