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This theme issue of QEX features loop antenna articles 
from several authors who investigate the patterns and 
efficiency of both the small HF gap-resonated loops, and 
full-wavelength loops for VHF and UHF. Authors explain 
the importance of the current variation and Q-factor of 
small loops; use of a Smith chart for easily matching and 
tuning; how coupling to earth ground affects the imped-
ance, pattern, gain, and RF exposure compliance dis-
tance; and the effects of various loop shapes and stacks 
of loops having one-wavelength perimeter elements. 
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
